Function function:Guanine nucleotide-binding proteins (G proteins) are involved as
modulators or transducers in various transmembrane signaling systems. The G(i)
proteins are involved in hormonal regulation of adenylate cyclase: they inhibit the
cyclase in reSf)onse to beta-adreneré;ic stimuli.,similarity:Belongs to the G-alpha
family. G(i/o/t/z) subfamily.,subunit:G proteins are composed of 3 units; alpha,
beta and gamma. The alpha chain contains the guanine nucleotide binding site.
Interacts with GPSM1.,

Background Guanine nucleotide binding proteins are heterotrimeric signal-transducing
molecules consisting of alpha, beta, and gamma subunits. The alpha subunit
binds guanine nucleotide, can hydrolyze GTP, and can interact with other
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proteins. The protein encoded by this gene represents the alpha subunit of an
inhibitory complex. The encoded protein is part of a complex that responds to
beta-adrenergic signals by inhibiting adenylate cyclase. Two transcript variants
